The Liam Glynn Research Award is administered through SERVSIG and is funded by the Center for Services Leadership, W.P. Carey School of Business, Arizona State University.  

Two to four applicants will be awarded travel grants of $500 - $1,000 depending upon the number of applications received. Current Ph.D. seeking students and recent graduates are eligible to apply. 1. 	Curriculum vita
2.	Statement as to why attending the Frontiers in Services Conference would be beneficial 	to the applicant at this stage in his/her career
3. 	Statement confirming that applicant has strong interest in the field of services marketing 	with supporting information (e.g. area of  research)

A committee comprised of AMA SERVSIG members will select the award recipients. Applicants are selected based on their responses to a series of questions, including why they wish to attend and how it would be beneficial to them at this stage in their career.
